God’s Little Angels Ministry (GLA) is sharing their wonderful experiences about working with youth. It’s all 
about preaching and conducting Biblical studies and practical training on Discipleship Making in differ-
ent schools of Lahore vicinity. 

Importance of Preaching in Schools - Success story of New Jerusalem School: 
TheThe aim of GLA Ministry is to prepare students, to become true servants of GOD and accept LORD JESUS 
as their Savior and get ready for the large harvest. 

Pastor Shahzaib Zafar had meetings with the principal of New Jerusalem School in Youhunabad Lahore. 
Initially it took some time to convince the principal, it was challenging to motivate him about the impor-
tance of preaching to young pupils. He shared the Vision and purpose of sharing God’s Word with chil-
dren.  GLA Team prayed and kept fast for this concern and after some days finally, Pastor Shahzaib and 
Ms. Mehrosh was successful in motivating the principal and launched evangelism in that school also.

There are about 500 students enrolled in New Jerusalem school, majority belongs from poor families. 
Principal informed about background profile of students. Their parents are illiterate and work as laborers 
in nearby factories.  They are unable to read and write and could not help their children to read Bible. 
Moreover, there is no scripture subject in school syllabus and children do not attend any proper Sunday 
School due to which lack spiritual formation of their lives. There is a crucial need to reach and preach 
Good News to them. 
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GLA is working effortlessly with these children, they have fixed regular days for sharing Word of God. 
Pastor Shahzaib shared life changing messages of GOD’s Grace and way to Salvation. We had blissful 
time of worship and prayer with children, worshiper Mr. Kamran, and team members Ms. Mehrosh and 
Ms. Rebecca had joyful time spent in singing hymns and praising with children giving All Glory to the 
LORD. 

The students became interested 
and in regular sessions they 
started listening attentively, with 
many of them making a public 
profession of repentance 
and faith in Jesus. This 
allows students to gain con-
fidencefidence and begin to develop 
expertise in the Word of God in a 
way that is relevant to their lives. 
Part of preaching includes learn-
ing about the Bible in courses 
such as literature and history. 
Knowledge of biblical stories 
and concepts contributes to our 
understanding of how to live 
spiritual lives. 

Alongside the preaching, there is an emphasis on the student’s continued character building and 
personality growth. 
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New Jerusalem School Follow-up Program:

GodGod’s Little Angels Team has ongoing programs with school children. There are different creative Bible 
learning educational programs planned with students on regular basis. Regular follow-ups reinforce the 
knowledge and strengthen the skills of students. This has helped winning children to Jesus Christ and 
building them up in Christ. During first at New Jerusalem School, we had almost 200 children accepted 
Jesus as their savior latter they led their friends to Jesus. We engage them in spiritual conversations and 
communicate the WORD of GOD clearly. 

Discipleship Making Teaching and Training at New Jerusalem School

TheThe primary purpose of Jesus' coming to the world was to establish the kingdom of God. We 
are assigned to make disciples. GLA Ministry is on the way to bring young people closer to GOD and 
they may know His Son Jesus Christ. In collaboration with First Priority organization, we are proceeding 
in making disciples. Leadership guide of First Priority is helpful for training. Discipleship making is enter-
ing into relationships to help young people trust and follow Jesus. The disciple of Christ is to become like 
Christ in everything. This gives experience of following Christ therefore, to follow Christ in the present 
meansmeans not just denying ourselves ungodly desires, it also means filling our lives with godly behaviour. It’s 
the greatest pleasure and joy in life of students.
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God’s Little Angels Ministry – Faith, Hope and Love Preaching in School.

Hebrews 11:7 “Faith comes from what is heard, and what is heard comes by the preaching of CHRIST.”
TheThe aim of God’s Little Angels Ministry is to equip school going children with Biblical knowledge and 
have a thorough understanding of the Scriptures. The Biblical teaching and preaching in schools give 
practical experience in communicating the Word of God with children. Students gets trained in a variety 
of different biblical contexts and gain plenty of knowledge. In a long run they will be groomed for a minis-
try of teaching and preaching on the mission field. We are glad about offering classes that bring students 
a Bible preaching school learning place.

WWe have initiated in one such school in Lahore at Dean Public School. We have planned to conduct 
monthly preaching session with students. In Pakistan this is quite challenging to take such initiatives, be-
cause due to Muslim dominated communities it is not permitted to have open evangelism particularly in 
schools. Within Christian communities it is welcomed and accepted but still required official permission 
from the School Principal. 

Pastor Shahzaib Zafar, Chairman of GLA had a meeting with Principal and explained about the impor-
tance and Spiritual growth and formation of children. It took some time but finally he gets convinced and 
welcomed GLA to proceed in his School. We are allowed to have weekly sessions and as much time we 
want. Praise the LORD it is all HIS blessings. We came to know that there is no such teaching done before 
and children are not familiar with Biblical teaching in school and not going to any Sunday School either. 
Pastor had new experience with children when he had his first session with them, he noticed that chil-
drendren didn’t paid attention in the first twenty minutes.  He stood firm and prayed and as soon he ended 
prayers there was complete silence and children were ready to listen God’s Word. We had a blissful wor-
ship time with choir sang Christmas carols and hymns. 
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God is spirit, and His worshipers must worship in the Spirit and in truth. John 4:24
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Christmas key message on importance of Word 
“EMMANUEL” was shared with them. The true 
meaning of “GOD with Us” was explained. It is the 
name Emmanuel that helps us to know that Jesus 
was no ordinary baby. The baby who laid in the 
manager was God with us. We have received the 
Good News from angels. 

TheThe message of Salvation for the whole mankind. 
Matthew tells of a Messiah who will be called 
“Jesus”, for he will save his people from their sins 
and be called “EMMANUEL”.

I have two 
siblings a brother and a sister both younger than me. I can see and feel pain and hurt inside my mother. 
We were living a miserable life. Hurt was the most destructive emotion for me, and it drove my life.’ 

WhenWhen I was only 10-year-old, I accepted Lord Jesus as my savior I had this experience at God’s Little 
Angels Sunday school. I prayed regularly for my father and family so that they may turn to Lord Jesus. 
Though in the beginning it seems difficult, but God answered my prayers. One night it happened so 
that I became very ill I was unable to move. My mother took me to a doctor and got some medication. 
I was surprised when my father came to see me that night and asked to share the bible story of the 
miracle of sick man whose friends took him to Jesus. I got strength and praised the Lord for this miracle 
happenedhappened in my father’s life. Taking this moment good opportunity, I read the story from my Bible and 
explained how Jesus loved that person and healed him on the sabbath day. He has compassion and 
love for him and for us too. That was the time my father was deeply moved and cried and accepted 
Lord Jesus as his savior. He repented and quitted addiction. My mother was surprised and bent down 
for prayer. That was the day to praise and rejoice for us. My whole family was saved. My family gave 
their testimony in Church service of Pastor Shahzaib. We all thanked God for this great miracle. God 
loves us so much He embraces us. We got joy, hope and happiness in the name of His Son Jesus. 

Sadiq is so happy and shared his joy with everyone. He is very active member of GLA Sunday school 
and is getting discipleship training also. That’s the way life is. Yet, after experiencing the extreme emo-
tions he remained firm in Christ. Sometimes suffering comes in our lives for the trial and so for the puri-
fying and the strengthening of our faith.

SadiqSadiq’s story tells us that when we firmly grasped in our heav-
enly father’s hand, He always has a plan, and He will never 
abandon us. Now Sadiq is a 13-year-old boy, he shared how 
God has used him as one of His special means of blessing. 
He belongs to a very poor family living in outskirts of Lahore, 
unfortunately his father caught up in drug addiction. What’s it 
like  being  the  child  of  a  father  who is struggling with 
addictioaddiction? Sadiq narrated his story as follows.
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God’s Unconditional Love: 

Rebecca has gone through many hardships before coming to God’s Little Angels orphan home. She 
was taken out from school after her father’s death. Her father passed away due to Tuberculosis and 
her poor mother and relatives cannot afford her education. How her struggle started from the day she 
lost her father she narrated her story as follows.

‘‘One of my elder sisters got married and I was sent to her house to take care of her newborn baby. My 
elder sister’s in-law asked me to cook for myself when I was just 8 years old, and they didn’t have any 
concern for me. On seeing me in this discomforting situation my mother decided to send me to my 
aunt’s house. My life was not even easier there, I worked as helper to their maid servant. 

AAfter some months my mother came across a children’s home run by God’s Little Angels Ministry. They 
mainly focus on children below 18 years and encourages them to study instead of working. My mother 
took me there and they happily registered my name. I was so happy to get back to school. They also 
organize School Sunday where children have regular Bible study and worship. I have experienced true 
Love of God. 

HereHere in Children’s home, I am gifted with a wonderful family who nurtures me and makes me happy. To 
be honest I don’t lack any good thing in my life because here I am blessed with a beloved Pastor and 
teachers who cares for all of us. GLA Ministry teaches and grooms us spiritually and takes care of all 
children to be physically healthy and Spiritually Strong.
